Dear Matt



I received your letter last

evening and I am glad to hear you

so well pleased with your skipper.

I have got the coat from Kitchen and

will send it by the packet to day.

My uncle William is here he arrived since

you left he is as fat and jolly as ever.

I did not see Thos. or any of the rest of

folks since you left. Mr. Bond was married

yesterday morning at 8 o’clock he is gone to

Petty Harbor to spend the Honey moon.

So you see there was a Bond whorehouse opened

last night. I went up to see Bill and got

half seased [sic] over as I have no more to

write I conclude with wishing you a
pleasant and Prosperous summer.

It is believed that this, along with several others of Matthew’s and his wife’s letters and two of his daughter, Lizzie’s, which are in my possession, plus one which is in Fredi Caine’s possession were recovered from Miss Lizzie’s house at Athlone, Calvert, by Dad Morry shortly after her death. These may have been the only items of Morry property that were returned to the Morry family after Miss Lizzie was encouraged to write a will in her last days of life leaving everything to the Canning family, who had looked after her in her later years.
