and being on the “Downs” the Harbour of Fer-
-ryland aforesaid and now in the occupation of
one John Jillard as tenant thereof bounded
on the North East by the property of the late
Judge Carter and on the South East by waste land
And also all houses, buildings, ways, waters, easements
profits, privileges and appurtenances to the same
belonging or in anywise appertaining to and the reversion
and reversions, remainder and remainders, rents
issues and profits thereof and all the Estate right title
interest claim property and demand whatsoever 
both at Law and in Equity of him the said William
Sweetland both as administrator to the said
Henry Sweetland and as administrator to the said
Ann Morry in to or out of the said lot, piece
or parcel of land and premises with the appurtenances

of and in the premises hereby conveyed without
any manner of consideration limitation charge
or incumbrance whatsoever to defeat alter change
charge or in any wise incumber the same. And
also that he the said William Sweetland now has
in himself at the time of such sealing and delivery
as aforesaid good right full power and lawful
and absolute authority to grant bargain sell
release and convey all and singular the premises
hereby conveyed with their and every of their
appurtenances in manner and form as aforesaid
according to the true intent and meaning of
these presents.
