-ledged and released hath granted bargained
sold and assigned and by these presents, Doth
grant bargain sell and assign unto the said
Ann Winsor her Heirs Executors Administrators
and assigns all his House Hold Furniture
Horse Cows Pigs and sheep and all things
appertaining to my [sic][footnoteRef:1] House and Farm and [1:  In keeping with the format of the document, this should read “his”, not “my”.] 

also all the right title Property Claim and
demand whatsoever both at Law and in Equity
of the said John Morry in to or out of the said
House Hold furniture Horse Cows Pigs & sheep with
the appurtenances thereto to Have and to hold
the aforesaid House Hold Furniture and property
with the appurtenances herein before mentioned
to be conveyed and granted unto the said
Ann Winsor her Heirs Executors Administrators
and assigns for ever And the said John Morry
for Himself his Heirs Executors and administrators


doth hereby covenant with the said Ann Winsor
in manner following that is to say that the said
furniture Horses Cows pigs and sheep with the
appurtenances hereby conveyed and assured are
clear of all incumbrance whatsoever and that
the said John Morry hath in himself goo right
full power and Authority to Convey and assure
the said House Hold furniture and property with
the appurtenances in manner aforesaid and that
she the said Ann Winsor her Heirs Executors admin-
-istrators or assigns shall and may from time to
time forever quietly and peaceably have hold
use occupy possess and enjoy said House
hold furniture and property with the appurtenan-
-ces aforesaid without the let trouble molestation
or Interruption of or by the said John Morry his
Heirs Executors administrators or assigns in of or by
any other person lawfully Claiming or to claim from
by or under or in trust for him them or any of them.
