Editorial Comments:

This is another seemingly vain attempt by John Morry to have the Court put an end to the endless delays instituted by Prideaux and his grandfather in reaching a final settlement and acceding to the Order brought down by the Court initially four years previous. Evidently a settlement in civil court, then as now, was not worth the paper it was printed on because of the lack of a will on the part of legal authorities to place a penalty on ignoring the judgement. One wonders if the defendants paid any attention to this SECOND order from the court to the same effect as the first which they both ignored.

It is also of note that Walker Prideaux was accorded credit for £300 plus massive interest for a deduction to which he was debatably not entitled. Friends in court, so to speak.
